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Individuals who wish to conduct research on specific specialized subjects at the Faculty of
Pharmaceutical Sciences may be admitted as a research student after being approved by the Faculty

Council.

Research students shall engage in research under the guidance of their supervisors. If supervisors
deem it necessary for research, research students may attend classes with permission of the dean of

the faculty.
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Application including those who are expected to graduate or individuals who are approved by
Eligibility the Faculty of Pharmaceutical Sciences, Hokkaido University to have academic
aptitude equivalent or superior to university of the Master’s degree program
graduates.
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Period The research period shall be six months or one year within a fiscal year.

When supervisors deem it necessary, the research period may be extended by
the permission of the Faculty Council.
